Communication

The 50th anniversary logo is in use now – on the website, on the souvenirs etc.  It looks quite nice in the stitching on the golf shirt.  Dave will contact Pat’s husband to see about getting a sign painted for the end of the road, incorporating the logo.  It was decided to replace the current sign closest to the road.  Dave will also contact Presbytery again to see if we can send out some more information along that route.  Ross knows Chris Harding from BX93 (astral media group) and Chris is willing to help us get out our message on those radio stations.  Also either BX93 or Rogers may be willing to do an on-location broadcast on the day of our open house.  We decided not to spend the $500 it would cost to produce an advertisement in the Observer for cross-Canada distribution – we have had good exposure through our Bridge articles.  The 50th anniversary website now has about 10 pages, Dave will add more pages for the tree planting and pictures.
Memorabilia

We continue to collect pictures.  Dave passed along a package of about 200 pictures from 2000-2004.  Dave also took home the large picture of the camp official opening and was able to scan those pictures in as well.  Jane and Molly will work on a display for the Turkey Dinner.  Also Dave will bring the large picture to show at the dinner.  No further progress at present on a memories book.

50th Anniversary Video

Even though not much has progressed lately on this initiative, Bill is confident that we will have something produced for the open house.  Bill will work with Keith to get in touch with the Bayless brothers who are eager to participate in the video.  John Eberhard also indicated an interest in participating in the video.
50th Anniversary Projects

The planting of the 50 trees was completed on April 17 as planned, many thanks to all that helped.  Also thanks to the TD friends of the environment fund for donating the trees, and the UTRCA for their assistance and expertise.  We looked over the site for the deck on the office and it appears that a low deck could be built in the space available.  The deck would be mostly to the right of the office door to avoid existing underground infrastructure.  It would include wide steps across the front (or side), a ramp for accessibility, and it would sit on deck-bloks for easy construction and flexibility if it needs to be moved.  Todd indicated that he has been talking to the North American Trade School, who may be able to provide free labour for the building of this deck.  Bill, Todd and Ross will follow up with plans to complete this deck before July 3.  Souvenirs have been produced for the anniversary.  These include golf shirts (handed out to all the committee members, to wear at the turkey dinner) (additional shirts will be sold based on orders received for $20-something each); Hoodies (also sold based on orders received); lapel pins (1000 produced, these will be given away to people at the anniversary dinner, the rest can be sold at a nominal amount (say $2) to recoup our costs); tattoos and silicone bracelets.  Todd will bring some souvenirs to show at the Turkey dinner.
July 3 activities at camp

Kaylyn Ardiel will also help Joanna et al with events on July 3 (Kaylyn is program director this summer).  We would like to open the pool that day for swimming so there will need to be lifeguards on duty.  Joanna will put together a plan with her team of helpers around the activity centers that will be available that day (e.g. hikes, a tour, craft, campfire, pool, etc).  We would like to set a time aside – perhaps 1 pm – for a little ceremony.  This would include perhaps a couple speakers, the local MP etc, thanks to everyone, dedication of the new deck, and a ceremonial tree planting in the quad area (exact spot yet to be determined).  Idea – should we have a cake?  Parking and food were confirmed for the day.  We decided not to put memorabilia display in cabins since this would encourage too much tracking of dirt into the cabins.  Instead we will likely put these in Beck Hall / Dining Hall.
