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Notes from March 1 meeting:

Communication

We decided on a final 50th logo after some discussion.  This is almost the same as the one previously published, just a minor change in the text.  I will send a copy of this logo to the committee, to use in any communications or souvenirs that we create.  The camp website includes one page for the anniversary at present – Dave showed a new style for the website that’s in the works, additional pages will be added.  Dave will get one more article in for the April bridge (followup – this was sent in on March 4).  We will also look into an ad for the June Observer right away as there was some thought that we would need 90 days in advance to include this.  Also note that an ad for the camp in the Free Press “camp guide” included a reference to the 50th anniversary.

Memorabilia

Dave and Edward met with John Eberhard and collected a number of pictures from 1965.  Dave also received a CD from Kaylyn with pictures and video from summer 2009.  Molly offered to help Jane with organizing pictures etc for displays.
50th Anniversary Video

Not much has changed with this since the last meeting due to the Olympics.  Bill is still confident that we can put something together in time for the celebration.  Bill will work with Keith to get in touch with the Bayless brothers who are eager to participate in the video.  John Eberhard also indicated an interest in participating in the video.
50th Anniversary Projects

We need to confirm a time for the tree planting on April 17.  We also need to confirm if the trees will be delivered for us on that day.  Our understanding is that we only need to provide some people and shovels.  Ross reported on the possibility of building a deck – it appears that we could build something 14 feet by 16 feet to the front and right of the steps, avoiding the septic, hydro, water and existing trees.  When the snow goes away we will try to get more accurate measurements.  It was also mentioned that building the deck on deck-blocks would be less expensive and give us more flexibility if we ever need to move the deck for any reason.  We looked at some potential souvenir items and decided that we liked the pens with pull-out banners, and silicone bracelets.  We will look at hats and t-shirts closer to summer.  We also considered fridge magnets and clip-on things with blinking lights (like a key chain) but no decision was made on those.  The pens require lead-time to have the banner printed.  Todd will investigate to see if we need to provide a complete layout for the printed banner or if we can simply provide some content and let the pen company do the layout. (needs to be determined very soon)

July 3 activities at camp

Todd asked Brianna Riley to do photographing the day of the open house / dinner.  Also Bill offered to have a station set up where he and/or his kids could take short videos (like speaker’s corner) with visitors talking about their camp experiences.  We confirmed that Joanna is still willing to lead the organizing of the day’s activities even though she is not returning as camp director this year.
July 3 Dinner

On the flyers sent out to all the churches the dinner is advertised as $25 per person.  After discussing we decided $25 would be the charge for the dinner.  The extra cost will help to cover the cost of souvenir items (like the banner pens) that we intend to give away at the dinner.  Molly is working on the tickets and will have them printed up in plenty of time for the Turkey Dinner.
July 3 evening activities

After meeting with John Eberhard it appears that he will not be available on July 3.  We discussed other ideas for speakers – including Olympic Atheletes (probably not unless they have a connection to the camp), ministers that have been associated with the camp, or past directors of the camp.  One idea is to have several people each talk for a few minutes about what camp has meant to them, rather than have just one person as a keynote speaker.  Dave will follow up with his brother Gordon (a counselor at one of the first camps) to see if he might be willing to be included.  Jane confirmed that a couple that she knows is willing to do a comedy skit.
Next meeting – Saturday April 17 at the camp (time TBD) after tree planting.
